During his
backswing his club
unintentionally touched a loose
twig and moved it. That’s all. No
one saw it — except him.

However, he reported his
infringement to the PGA match
director who had no option but to
dock him a two stroke penalty.
This meant Davis came in second.
He didn’t win his first ever PGA tournament. His prize-
money was $411,000 lighter than it would have been. But his
personal honour, integrity and reputation as a fair and honest
player are intact.
