Alone. Then Goebbels looked up at me 

and made a nasty face. I didn’t wither. 

I got the shot.”  

Sometimes we must trust our instinct 

to go early, stay late, shift to the far side 

of the field, or move behind the podium. 

Go far from the madding crowd.  

That’s when we can get something special. Try it.
