News that unemployment among those aged 16-19 is 14%
and could soon reach 20% is a worry. Young people need
work, not a dole handout. Young people seeking work often
require job training— and persistence. Yes, finding work is
difficult. But reports say many young people have just
stopped looking for work. After a few attempts, they’ve
given up trying. It’s not difficult to forecast their future.

Contrast that scenario with the story of
African American Curtis Robinson who,
at 16, left Alabama looking for work in the
north. Being a dark face in white
Connecticut couldn’t have been easy. Yet
he worked two fulltime jobs simultaneously
and within two years had saved enough cash
to buy a run-down grocery store. By age 22
he also owned a restaurant, drycleaner,
apartment building and a building supplies
company.
