Currently we get free access to a myriad of Internet news
websites, like www.newspapersonline.com But for how
much longer? Are we prepared to pay for quality reporting?

This is the gamble Rupert Murdoch is taking by putting a
paywall around his icon titles like the Wall Street Journal,
The Times of London, The Australian etc. Others will follow.

Ellis reckons that before too long we will get our
mid-week news on-line and printed newspapers only on
weekends. Will you be satisfied with that arrangement?
